“The Breeze” comic 
Jim Davis’ first gig as a cartoonist began in December 1962, when he started 

contributing comics to his High School’s student newspaper The Breeze. Said 

school, Fairmount High School in Indiana, has since literally collapsed, and it’s 

unclear at this time what archives exist of student-led content from the time. 

Luckily, Davis also contributed art to his Senior Yearbook (1963) and this 

seems to be a continuation of the work he did for The Breeze. We can also 

piece together what the comic could have been like using The Fairmount 

News, a newspaper which reported on the High School journalism class 

because people in this town were very bored. We do not know the strip’s title. 

The Breeze was a weekly publication, apparently printing every Friday, 

meaning that between the strip’s announcement on December 13, 1962 and 

Davis’ graduation on May 20, 1963 there were likely somewhere around 20 

comics. Alongside being his first original comic to be published, it would be 

his last for ten years. 

The following is a collage of clippings mentioning the strip, alongside pages in 

the 1963 Yearbook with Davis’ art or photos of Davis himself. Other stuff 

about Davis is included for the hell of it.

This is the only piece 
of art we have created by Jim 
during his college years.

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Local Cartoonist Jim Davis 
Receives ‘Best Actor’ Award

A local cartoonist who gave 

up acting for art is proving 
that being good at one doesn’t 
exclude success in the other, 

Jim Davis, who studied high 
school drama under the same 
coach as the late James Dean, 
won “best actor” in an area 
conference of the Indiana The- 
ater League, He won the 
award at the conference meet- 
ing at the Muncie Civic The- 
ater for his portrayal of Will 
Stockdale in Muncie Civic’s 
production of “No Time for 
Sergeants.” Stockdale is the 
Original version of the dumb 
recruit recently popularized by 
the televesion program 
“Gomer Pyle.” Andy Griffith 
won stardom playing Stockdale 
in the original Broadway pro- 
duction. 
OFF-STAGE the blonde 26- 

year-old Davis is the drawing 
side-kick to cartoonist Tom 
Ryan, creator of “Tumble- 
weeds,” 

Davis says he sees a correla- 
tion between his art and his 

action, “It's great because you 
know when you draw a strip 
you have to be different char- 
acters, In acting you have to 
practice being different charac- 
ters and it will continue to be 
just a hobby but I think it will 
help my work, too.” 

A NATIVE of Fairmount, 
Davis: learned acting from 
Adeline Nall, the Chicago 
director turned high school 
teacher who came home to 
Fairmount to discover and 
coach the late James Dean 
and several lesser known 
actors, 

“She would rant and rave 
just like she were in a profes- 
sional theater at us country 
kids in our little high school 
theater,” recalls Davis. “Had I 
not studied art at Ball State 
I'd studied drama,” says 
Davis, admitting that he was a 
Nall favorite who decided on 
art instead of drama because 
he believed it would yield stea- 
dier income. The most endur- 
ing Nall lesson was her insis- 
tence on staying in character 

no matter what. ‘I remember 
getting in character and stay- 
ing in character for days,’ he 
laughs, 
Though he possesses an in- 

cisive and dry wit, Davis is as 
laconic and as relaxed as his 
winning role, 

“T DON’T KNOW whether 
this is good or not, but I was 
completely natural, I just got 
out and loped around the 
Stage.” 

The hardest part of playing 
the role was not imitating the 
many famous interpretations of 
Stockdale.. One of the charac- 
ter’s favorite words is ‘‘G-o-o-l- 
ley.” 

“The first time I said it, I 
did a Gomer Pyle ‘golly’ and 
Bill (director Bill Jennings) 
said ‘Wait a minute! Do it 
your way not Gomer Pyle’s 
way,’” 

JIM CREDITS his wife Car- 
olyn with nudging him toward a 
return to the stage two years 
ago after his absence during 
college.

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It Takes Money 
Both Parties Affirm It: Finances Play a Major Part in Political Campaigns asElection Costs Continue Upward Spiral

During any political campaign there 
is a lot of money around. The current 
city election campaign is expected to 
cost more than $60,000 before it is all 
over Tuesday. The figure breaks down 
to about $40.000 for the Republican slate 
and about $20,000 for the Democrats, 
based on general estimates from cam: 
paign spokesmen. 

The trouble with attempting to gauge 
the cost of an election is that while 
both parties spend money on all their 
candidates, the candidates can pay for 
additional advertisements out of their 
own pockets. The cost of a campaign 
would also be enormously increased if 
volunteers were paid for their labors. 

This local election is the first that 
corporations are permitted to contribute 
to. according to County Clerk Garland 
Miller. Spokesmen for both parties said 

they have received contributions from 
local corporations, chiefly partnerships 
and small businesses, but don’t believe 
the new source of funds has had a sig- 
nificant effect on their doffers. 

CORPORATIONS ARE permitted to 
donate up to $1,000, under the newly 
revised state election laws, individuals, 
however, may donate as much as they 
like Miller said. ‘Federal election laws 
do not apply to local elections,” he 
Said. 

Apparently the only requirement for 
city candidates is that they file a writ- 
ten statement of donations and ex- 
penses with the county clerk’s office 
within 45 days after the election. 

Such a_ statement, however, can 
cause some real problems for the unex- 
perienced campaign finance chairman, 
Miller said. “In order to keep every- 
thing straight, it’s almost necessary to 
have an attorney as finance chairman 
anymore,” he said.

It’s easy to see how a candidate can 
spend money during an election by ex- 
amining candidate statements from the 
primary elections last May. Though the 
amounts spent during the primary are 
small in comparison to the general elec- 
tion, they give some idea of where the 
money goes. 

DEMOCRAT Bob Cunningham spent 
$141 for balloons during the primary, 
$120 for candy; $5 for a rubber stamp 
and $600 for groceries eaten at various 
rallies, not to mention other expendi- 
tures. 

The money for the balloons, candy, 
hats and political signs, along with that 
spent for newspaper and radio adver- 
tisements, is provided through small 
and large donations. Republican Jack 
Isenbarger recently said his party has 
received donations ranging from $2 to 
$1,000 from individuals as have the 
Democrats. 

Some of the largest gainers locally eee

from campaign money are the newspa- 
pers and radio stations, though printing 
shops do a pretty good business, mak- 
ing up yard signs, candidate cards and 
political fliers. 

Foster ‘‘Sparky” Adams, Republican 
finance chairman, estimated that total 
Republican effort for radio ads will run 
about $3,000 and newspaper from $3,000 
to $4,000. He estimated yard signs about 
55 cents each. 

DEMOCRAT finance director Jerry 
Thornburg estimated that Democrats 
will spend about $1,000 for radio adver- 
tisements and considerably less going 
toward newspapers. 

“I know we're not. spending near as 
much money as we have in the past, 
because the money just isn’t there,” 
Democratic campaign Manager Arnold 
Blevins, said. 

Both parties’ mayoral candidates 
have public relations men who act as a 
sort of go-between for the candidate 

and the news media. Ken Irwin, a Mun- 
cie school teacher has the public rela- 
tions job for Cunningham, and Jim 

Davis, a local cartoonist and public 
relations man, for Isenbarger. 

Davis said his job is to get his can- 
didates before the public and have their 
views presented through the news 

media. “Everything that goes into a 
release comes from the candidate. I 
just try to put it into a form that the 
newspapers can use,” he said. 

Davis said he also sets up candidate 

schedules made up of requested appear- 
ances from groups and suggestions 
from the candidate himself. 

THE REPUBLICANS have retained 
Groves and Associates, Inc., a local ad- 
vertising firm, to do the actual layout 
for written advertisements and fliers, 
as well as write radio commercials. 

The Democrats say their newspaper 

advertisements and fliers are the com- 

bined efforts of the campaign commit- 

tee. Radio spots are generally written 

by Irwin. Coordination of the entire 

Democratic effort is done by John 

Allem, a Washington based campaign 

coordinator. 
Rather than attempt to create a new 

images for their candidates, spokesmen 

for both parties said they have been at- 

tempting to present the real man. Davis 

said the Republicans have been trying 

to present Isenbarger as a proven ad- 

ministrator who will get things ac- 

complished if elected. Thornburg said 

the emphasis with Cunningham has 

been that he is a man of the people 

who will keep his door open if elected.

In 1973, while still working on Tumbleweeds, Jim Davis got his first adult job 

creating a comic when he was hired by The Pendleton Times (now known as 

simply The Times-Post) to create a strip that would fill out their Letters to the 

Editor page. Pendleton was a 40 minute commute from Davis’ home in Muncie, 

Indiana. 

The comic was known as ‘Gnorm Gnat,’ and featured the daily life of a series 

of bugs trying to live among humans. The strip lasted just over two years, 

during which time Davis tried constantly to appeal to syndicates to have it 

published elsewhere, but no one outside of the small town was interested. 

Davis chose to end the comic in 1975, and in January 1976 a new, 

experimental strip about a cartoonist and his cat took its place. He would 

often tell the story that he had ended ‘Gnorm Gnat’ by having a giant foot fall 

from the sky and kill Gnorm, but as we'll see later this seems to be nothing 

more than a legend.

through the school’s yearbook. That was 
back in the days when yearbooks weren’t 
quite so much like catalogs. 

After continuing his art studies at Ball 
State University, Davis joined T.K. Ryan, 
creator of. ‘‘Tumbleweeds’’, as an 
assistant, a position he still holds. 
‘‘Tumbleweeds’’, incidentally, is also 
distributed by United. 

The Times began publishing Davis’ work 
in mid-1973 when Gnorm Gnat-and his 
insect buddies made their first ap- 
pearance. That strip continued for about 
two years before Garfield replaced it. 

Besides the cat, the strip, to be called 
“Garfield and Friends’, includes Jon 
Arbuckle, a cartoonist with whom Garfield 
makes his home; Lyman, Jon’s room- 
mate; Spot, Lyman’s dog; Irma, the 
waitress at the coffee shop, and Liz, Jon’s 
girlfriend. 

Davis said early this week it would be 
about a year before the strip begins to 
appear in newspapers. ‘‘It will definitely

appear in the Muncie papers, and maybe 
with some connections they have, it will 
end up in the Indianapolis papers, too. It 
looks as if we'll have a special Sunday 
strip for some of the papers.’’ 

As a sidelight of their trip to New York to 
sign the contract, Jim and Carolyn visited 
Mort Walker of ‘‘Beetle Bailey” and ‘‘Hi 
and Lois” fame, at his studio in Green- 
wich, Conn., also the site of the Museum of 
Cartoon Art, which Walker helped open. 

‘Walker had a special register book for 
cartoonists,’’ Jim said. ‘‘He opened it up 
and there had been just one artist there 
before us, the fellow who draws Batman. I 
had to sign the book and do a quick sketch 
of Garfield, so there I stood with a half-dry 
felt-tip pen, Mort Walker looking over my 
shoulder and an exquisite drawing of 
Batman right above Garfield. I’ll bet Mort 
was wondering if I always shake when I’m 
drawing my characters. 

‘“‘He was the nicest guy to spend some 
time with, and we splurged with some 
bologna sandwiches with him later in the 
day.” 

Davis, who lost the high school 
dramatics award to this writer on a split 
vote-you can guess who cast the deciding 
ballot, concluded, ‘‘You should give 
yourselves a pat on the back. I’ll bet you’re 
the only weekly newspaper who helped 
launch the career of a nationally syn- 
dicated cartoonist.’ | 

Actually, we owe our thanks to him for 
helping us brighten our pages with his 
artwork, and we wish him all the success 
in the world with Garfield and Friends.

Cartoonist Jim Davis Syndicates Cat-Oriented Comic Strip

While there always have been cat lovers. it has only been in the last 
couple of years that books, posters. calendars and stationery about cats 
have been highly successful commercial activities. Some of these. like 
the works of B. Kliban, have departed from the traditional “pussycat"' 
approach to the feline 

The latest commercial venture for this newly recognized market is 
“Garfield.” a comic strip by Muncie cartoonist Jim Davis. The strip, 
which will begin June 19, features Garfield, a cat Davis describes as “fat, 
cynical, selfish and endearing who prefers a good dish of lasagna to a live 
rodent.”” 
The comic strip is being syndicated by United Feature Syndicate, Inc.. 

which markets several of the nation’s top comic strips, including ‘‘Tum- 
bleweeds” and ‘‘Peanuts.”’ Although “Garfield” is Davis’ first comic 
strip, he isn't new to the funny pages. He has been working for almost 
nine years with Tom Ryan, creator of *Tumbleweeds,” drawing back- 
grounds. 

Davis thinks the time is right for a comic strip featuring a cat. He 
points out that dogs like Snoopy and Marmaduke have been standard 
characters on comic pages, but there has never been a cat. The syndicate 
evidently agrees. After deciding Jan. 24 to market the strip, it moved the 
starting date up one year so that *‘Garfield’’ appears before someone de- 
velops a similar cat character. 
Davis hastens to explain that while a cat is the central character, the 

comic strip is designed to appeal to other interests as well. Other charac- 
ters in the strip, who will be introduced gradually, include Jon, Garfield's 
owner; Lyman, Jon's roommate: Odie, Lyman’s dog; Irma, a waitress at 
a restaurant Jon visits; and Liz, Jon’s ideal woman. 

Davis started to work on the comic strip about two years ago. At that 
time, the central character was a cartoonist who had a cat named Gar- 
field. ‘Everytime I went to do it, Garfield had the funny lines,."’ Davis 
said. Eventually, Garfield’s character emerged as the strongest in the 
comic strip. ‘‘There wasn’t anything I could do about it,” Davis said. 

Although his wife's allergy prevents Davis from having a cat of his 
own, he is no stranger to the animal. He grew up on a farm near Fair- 

mount where there were approximately 25 cats. But he doesn’t think he'll 
always have to depend on his own resources for cat information “Every 
body's got a dozen cat stories,” he said. adding, “I've got a feeling Ill be 
hearing a lot of them.” 

Davis said the comic strip will be a gag strip relying heavily on continu- 
ing personalities for humor. There will be no social or political commen- 
tary in it. “The comic pages are for entertainment,”’ Davis said. ‘And | 
couldn't do political comment if I wanted to — for years I thought OPEC 
‘Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries) was a denture adhe- 
sive 

The Hoosier cartoonist seems a little awed at the prospect of his name 
appearing on the same page as Mort Walker, creator of ‘*Beetle Bailey’: 
Charles Schultz of “Peanuts” fame. and Dick Browne, cartoonist for 
“Hagar” and “Hi & Lois.’ And he seems amazed that he will be getting 
paid for something he always has enjoyed doing. *'I never think of it as a 
job,"’ he said. “This is like a hobby or game. The hard part to believe is 
that I'll actually get paid for doing this.” 

Davis said it takes about two hours to complete the artwork for a daily 
comic strip and about twice that long to finish a comic for the Sunday 
funnies. “The toughest part is getting consistently good gags day after 
day,” he said. All cartoonists have different techniques. he said, but he 
usually puts Garfield in a situation, lets it develop into a gag, then backs it 
up a bit to begin what will actually appear in the comic strip. He’s hoping 
to develop enough different personalities in the comic strip that he can 
apply almost any gag he thinks of to a character. 

Although he has worked on *‘Tumbleweeds”’ for more than eight years, 
Tom Ryan has always done the writing. “I've always enjoyed the 
artwork, but it feels good and satisfying to be doing the writing,” Davis 
said. 

Davis, who has been active in Muncie Civic Theater productions, said 
authoring a comic strip is similar to working in the theater. “You write 
the script, set the scene, and direct. Every day is a one-act play,” he 
said. : 

Davis said he doesn't want people to “‘labor”’ over his comic strip. ‘I go 
for a good smile. If I'm lucky a chortle — maybe a laugh.” In doing so he 
said he tries to show, “Life's not so bad.”*

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Bowen Sees OK 

to Purchase 

Indy Building 
INDIANAPOLIS (UPI) — Gov. Otis 

R. Bowen said Friday he expects the 
State Budget Committee vote to become 
3-2 for approval of a plan to spend $8.5 
million to buy an Indianapolis insurance _ 
building for an Indiana Vocational Tech- 
nical College institute. 

The proposal to spend the 1978 legisla- 
tive appropriation to buy the American 
United Life Insurance building on Fall 
Creek got a 2-2 vote in a meeting of the 
four lawmaker-members at Turkey Run 
State Park Thursday night. This had the 
effect of delaying the project since Bud- 
get Director John Huie was ill and could 
not cast the deciding vote. 

At a news conference Friday, Bowen 
was asked if he had changed his mind 

‘“‘No, it doesn’t mean I have changed 
my mind,’ Bowen answered.. ‘“‘We have 
given the boards of trustees great 
leeway and I think that is where it be- 
longs. The. IVTC board of trustees has 
the authority to say where they want the 
institute. The Higher Education Com- 
mission has the authority to make sure 
all of the angles have been studied and 
all the alternatives have been studied.” 
Bowen said the IVTC trustees ‘‘know 

they have to live within that particular 
amount ($8.5 million) unless they go 
back to the legislature. We have stated 
we will abide by the board of trustees 
providing all alternativaes have been 
studied.” 

“As you know it was a poitical vote, 
two Democrats against and two Repub- 
licans for,” the governor said. “I as- 

430 JOBS FILLED 
People filing new applications for 

work numbered 784 during May, accord- 
ing to Evaline Yohler, manager of the 
Muncie office of the Indiana State Em- 
ployment Service. Of these new appli- 
cants, 370 were women, 93 were veter- 
ans, 75 were minority group members 
and 127 were economically disadvan- 
taged. The Employment Service provid- 
ed vocational counseling for 247 job 
seekers and administered aptitude and 
proficiency tests to 163 applicants.
